Did you know that we welcome groups from Ithaca-
area schools into the Hangar every year? Schools who 
participate in Project 4 take a field trip to the theatre for 
their Hangar Day, and for the past two years we have 
produced a KIDDSTUFF show during the school year, 
allowing us to welcome young people and educators into 
the Hangar to experience live theatre.

Did you know that we provide a variety of options 
for acquiring free and subsidized tickets to all 
Mainstage and KIDDSTUFF productions? These 
include our Pay What You Will (PWYW) program, 
the Tompkins County Library Pass, and subsidized 
tickets for groups attending KIDDSTUFF shows.

The Hangar Theatre’s Pay What You Will program (which 
allows community members to pay a ticket price that works 
for them) launched in 2005, and expanded to include 
all Mainstage and KIDDSTUFF performances in 2021. 
This program and others are only possible thanks to the 
support of generous sponsors and individuals like you.

Thanks to the support of sponsors and donors, the 
Hangar Theatre is able to offer patrons a variety of ways 
to acquire free and subsidized tickets, so that economic 
means are not a barrier to experiencing live theatre.

PWYW and the TCPL pass
Pay What you will (PWYW) tickets are availble at all 
performances of Hangar Mainstage and KIDDSSTUFF 
productions. Patrons can also check out a Tompkins County 
Library Pass (TCPL) and use it to redeem up to 4 tickets to 
any Hangar Production. In 2024, almost 300 patrons used 
one of these two options to see a show at the Hangar.
